Pathway Descriptions

Agricultural Mechanics: Students will experience introductory and intermediate levels of instruction in the areas wood working, construction, plumbing, agricultural structures, electrical wiring, various types of welding, and power equipment operation and maintenance. *LCCA

Audio/Video and Film:  Students will learn audio\video production techniques to create HD quality videos that can be uploaded to sites like YouTube and Vimeo.  They will edit pictures with PhotoShop and create personalized graphics for phones or web pages.  Presentations of sound, video, and data in a variety of formats will be created using Adobe Premier Pro and After Effects.  Students will gather information and operate equipment for live broadcasts.  Audio and video editing skills will be explored. Students will also study films and production techniques used in AV industry.  

Business & Technology:  A strong foundation of business concepts integrated with technology skills used in business will prepare students for their future. Students will master and certify in Microsoft Word, Excel, and PowerPoint.  Employability skills will be integrated into activities, tasks, and projects.  

Computing/Game Design:  People with expertise in programming and software development are in high demand by a variety of industries including; banking, automotive, gaming, and space travel.  The programming pathway helps prepare students for careers in programming and software development by providing knowledge of computer systems, computer science principles, and programming languages.  Students will have opportunities to create their own web pages, computer games, computer programs, and mobile apps. 

Construction/HVAC: Prepares students with the basic knowledge to function safely on or around the construction site.  Carpentry students will be introduced to building codes as well as skills needed to lay rafters, stairs and walls, and properly frame doors and windows.  Plumbing students will examine the proper use of fittings, drains and tubing and learn installation procedures. Heating, Ventilations, Air Conditioning, & Refrigeration (HVAC) or Electrical offered as well. *JHS and LCCA

Cosmetology: Students will learn skills required for hair cutting, permanent waving and relaxing, and basic hair and scalp treatments.  Students will also master state rules and regulations, professional image, safety, and anatomy.  *LCCA

Culinary Arts: Students will complete a variety of skills required by the restaurant and food industry such as knife skills, cooking techniques, menu planning, food purchasing and costing, food safety and sanitation, and front of house service.  *LCCA

Early Childhood Education: Students will learn about support services such as teaching/training, administrative and professional support services in Early Childhood Care settings.  Students will demonstrate the planning, managing, and providing of education and training services.  

Graphic Communications: Students will create, develop, produce, and distribute products that incorporate words and/or pictorial images to convey information, ideas, feelings, as well as utilizing the technologies of printing, publishing, packaging, and electronic imaging.  

Healthcare Science: Students will learn about health careers including how technicians and therapists are trained to perform procedures, evaluate patients, diagnose conditions, and develop treatment plans.  Two pathway completion options: Patient Care Fundamentals and Emergency Medical Responder
Hospitality, Travel, & Tourism: Students will apply knowledge and skills in marketing, management, promotions, and selling which are required for success in the travel, lodging, tourism and recreation industries.  *LCCA
Marketing: Students will learn about planning, managing, and performing marketing activities to reach organizational objectives such as brand management, professional sales, merchandising, marketing communications, and market research. * LCCA

Work Ethics:  Students will identify occupational interests, aptitudes, and abilities and relate those to appropriate occupations.  Students will learn about various work related soft-skills and what employers expect from employees.  Students demonstrate their abilities by constructing a resume, conducting a job search, participating in mock interviews.
